Q. What is leprosy? Can you tell me how it is caused?

therapy is used to cure leprosy. Two days after taking the medicine, leprosy suffers can go back into

They have many hospitals and programs to help people with leprosy and seek
to create awareness in the community to prevent people from being treated unfairly.
